Description: Use Power Point to create a travel brochure for a Spanish-speaking country. Your brochure must contain:
1)	Pictures and information about 5 places to visit. Try to use a variety of pictures and descriptions for each place you cover. Descriptions should contain details about what kinds of things you can see and do there.
2)	Information about at least one major cultural holiday celebrated there. Include pictures and information about the holiday, including what kinds of dances they might do, special food they might eat, and any special routines or traditional activities they do to celebrate.
3)	Information about two traditional foods. This needs to be a traditional food from the country your brochure is covering. Provide pictures and a description of the dish that includes briefly how it’s made and what’s in it.
4)	Information about two popular sports in the country that include pictures and anything else that’s exclusive to that country (How they’ve done playing other countries, etc..)
Remember, this is a brochure! Its purpose is to attract visitors to the country. Make sure you have lots of pictures. If you can find video files of some of the things you’re presenting, even better!
You will have a chance to share your brochure with the class on Thursday the 22nd. That is the day that it will be due and how you will turn it in. 
Make sure that the descriptions, etc.. are in your own words. Do the research and then put in your own description. Don’t copy and paste!
There are basically ten requirements above. You may make each one a page, but you also may include more information than what’s required above. If you find out something really cool about the country, please include it!
